Minutes

A regular meeting of the Forest Oaks Homeowners’ Association took place on October 27, 2025, at 1904 Woodland Rd., Edmond, OK 73013 at 6:30 p.m.   Those present were Jason Martin, Mark Hasenmyer, John & Emily Wood, Joe Strubhart, Isabella Horton, Lisa Hudson, Patti Taylor, Will & Cookie Castor, Warren & LaVonne Stickrod, Joan & Gary Larson, Greg Weiss and Elaine Weinmeister.

President Warren Stickrod opened the meeting at 6:40 p.m. and everyone introduced themselves. Warren thanked our hosts for offering their home.
The minutes of the meeting on February 27, 2025, were copied and presented for review.  LaVonne moved to approve the minutes.  They were seconded and approved as written.

Joe Strubhart gave the treasurer’s report.  He presented the expense summary for the year.  In general, expenses are greater than income. The vandalism at the entry, tree trimming along Ridgecrest, removal of dead tree, and water meter repair and replacement have cost $3,245.00 this year.  Utilities and mowing are our two largest expenses.  To date, we have 133 members.  

Elaine Weinmeister gave the Landscaping report.  She thanked the many people who have helped plant, weed and maintain the entry island this year.  Seasonal planting dates were April 12, 2025, and Oct. 20, 2025.  The cost of plants and supplies stayed within budget.  The mowing budget for the north side of Ridgecrest should have funds for the rest of the year.  Patti Taylor mentioned that she has purchased 100 daffodils to plant along Ridgecrest.  These bulbs will bloom at three different times during the spring.  Patti will contact her helpers to plant the bulbs around Thanksgiving.

Patti Taylor gave the Yard-of-the-Month report.  This year, we increased the number of awards to 7.  Patti bought gift cards from Under the Sun.  She also purchased a new award sign for the Christmas YOM.  The October winner is Lisa McClain who lives on Woodland Rd.  

Warren addressed the unfinished project of lighting in the entry.  The purpose is to add ground lighting for the Forest Oaks entry sign and for the flag.  Permanent lighting will require trenching, an electrician and the lights.  This project is on hold until we get the people in place to perform the work.

Joe presented the proposed budget for 2026.  It includes increases for utilities, newsletter/postage/supplies, welcome packets and Yard-of-the-Month.  The social events budget will decrease.  The total budget is $9,865.00 and the dues amount remains $50/year.  To reach that goal, several people voiced ideas about how to increase membership. Suggestions included creating several motivational signs along the entry, a letter from a neighbor, a program to sponsor a neighbor’s dues and encourage others to do the same, offering a subscription plan which would allow monthly payments, using Zelle, Venmo or another payment form besides PayPal, and increasing the dues amount.  Mark Hasenmyer moved to approve the proposed budget.  The motion was seconded and passed.

Warren presented the slate of officers for 2026.  They are Warren Stickrod for President; Mark Hasenmyer for Vice President; Joe Strubhart for Treasurer; Elaine Weinmeister for Secretary; and Jason Martin for Officer-at-Large.  There were no nominations from the floor.  Mark Hasenmyer moved to approve the slate as presented.  The motion was seconded and passed.  

Greg Weiss asked about committees.  He would like to help with the landscape committee. 

Elaine mentioned that 2026 will be a year for a new directory.  Mark Hasenmyer will again assist in getting this assembled and in order.  Directory forms will go out in January.  

Lavonne Stickrod will continue as chair for the HOPE project at Christmastime.  She has done this for many years, and this may be her final year.  She will get a name of a family from the HOPE Center in November.  Elaine will send around the family wish list, a date to deliver wrapped and labeled gifts to LaVonne’s home, and what date the gifts will be delivered to the family.

Other Comments:
1.  Patti asked about getting a stoplight at the entry onto Bryant.  This has been a repeated HOA question, but the city has parameters that are hard to satisfy.
2. Communication needs to be increased.
3. Anyone can call for police patrols if they see people not stopping at the three-way stop, speeding or driving recklessly.
4. The Restrictions and Covenants are no longer given to new home purchasers in Forest Oaks.  People may find these documents on the fohoa.com website.
5. The Restrictions and Covenants need to be revised.  This is a legal matter which needs further study.
